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Guidance on Member Safety Safeguards
Program Sponsors are responsible for implementing member safety safeguards as appropriate and necessary to ensure the safety of Community HealthCorps Member(s) serving at the Program Sponsor site(s).  This shall include the development of a local Member Safety Safeguard Policy (MSSP) to be submitted for review by NACHC with the return of the signed sub-recipient contract between Program Sponsor and NACHC and prior to the start of each program year.  Program Sponsor will retain the NACHC-approved policy on file and make it available upon request by NACHC and/or appropriate federal officials or their representatives.  A copy of the MSSP is to be provided to each member prior to or during pre-service orientation.   When the Program Sponsor’s Emergency Preparedness Plan  addresses the following minimum procedures, this may be accepted as the MSSP under the following condition: Program Sponsor submits to NACHC a memo on agency letterhead and signed by the HR Director or other senior management indicating that the plan addresses the following minimum procedures, and applies to Community HealthCorps members serving at the Program Sponsor site(s). 
This MSSP shall address at a minimum the procedures for members and staff to follow during each of the following stages of emergency preparedness:

· Mitigation




· Preparedness

· Response

· Recovery

This MSSP shall also include at a minimum the procedures for members and staff to follow should the following threats to health and safety occur in the vicinity of the Program Sponsor site(s) and have the potential to impact a member:

· Natural Disaster

· Severe Weather

· Service-related Injury to member (NACHC is to be informed by Program Coordinator within 24 hours of occurrence )

· Other Emergencies (i.e.; health threats, security threats, etc.)
Program sponsors are also encouraged to assist members in the development of personal preparedness plans. Additionally, the Program Sponsor shall obtain and maintain appropriate comprehensive liability and other forms of insurance coverage in the amount of $1 million per occurrence and $3 million in the aggregate for its organization, employees, and the Program Sponsor's Community HealthCorps member(s), including coverage of any Community HealthCorps member(s) when they are engaged in off-site activities. The Program Sponsor shall provide written documentation to NACHC of all insurance coverage required herein prior to execution of the sub-recipient contract, and shall immediately provide NACHC with any and all notice(s) of suspension, termination or modification of such coverage. 
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
